FCCC – 3rd Tri-Annual Competition 2011
1. Digital Photographic Competition 

Deadline: entries may be uploaded now through June 8. 
All future tri-annuals will be conducted online, including the year end picture of the year contest.
Individual members will be able to upload their images directly to the website.

1. All submitting members must be registered. Registration is easy. Go to www.f3c.org. click on community/forum.
 In the upper right hand corner click on register and follow the instructions. You will receive an email notifying you that your registration has been accepted.
2. Once you are a registered member you have full access to all the features of the website including the ability to create your own galleries that can be shared with other registered members.  Familiarize yourself with this function as it pertains to submitting images for the contests. You can also view all the images from the 2011 Digital Competitions and the scores each received.
3. Once we open the submission process, which will be extended from 10 days to 60 days, links will be posted on the homepage to direct you to the class and category that you are submitting images to. Click on the appropriate link i.e, Color Advanced, Color Beginner, Mono advanced, or Mono Beginner. This will bring you to the appropriate gallery to submit your images.

    a. You will see Upload Image in red, click on it
    b. The resultant page will be where all the info is entered. Image name is where you type the name of the image you are entering. Below that is a large area entitled Image Description. On the first line enter your Name. On the second line enter your club name. Directly under this area is where you find and upload your image. Select browse and locate the image on your hard drive then scroll down and select Submit.
    c. At the bottom of the resultant page you will see return to Color A or whatever category you happen to be entering your images, click on this link and you will be returned to the main page to upload your next image, simply repeat the process until all your images have been uploaded.

Thats it! your images are now uploaded and ready to be judged.

We will now be able to go back to the 4 images per member. 
This process will enable us to accommodate more club entries.
We hope to have all member clubs participate in our tri-annual contests.
Eligibility: Entries will be accepted from any OCC member in good standing. The same Image may be entered in the Print Competition and the Digital Competition at the same time.  Images that have previously won an “Award” or “Honor” in FCCC Competitions are not eligible, but those that did not win anything are eligible to re-enter. 
Competition Categories: There are 2 separately-judged Categories:  Color and Monochrome

Competition Classes:  Advanced for Professional or Advanced;  Beginner for Beginners and Intermediate photographers.  This is not necessarily the same as you’re A or B OCC Class, but usually will be.
Number of Entries: Each person may enter a total of 4 images ( any combination of Color or Monochrome) in the Digital Competition.  This in addition to any limits allowed in the Print Competition.
 File Format and Size:  Sizing conventions are to be determined, but the former standards that may apply are: images must be in JPG format. The HORIZONTAL  DIMENSION CANNOT EXCEED 1024 PIXELS. VERTICAL DIMENSION CANNOT EXCEED 768 PIXELS.  These  limits are not affected by whether the image is “portrait” or “landscape” style.

2.  Color & Monochrome Print Competition

Host Club: Photo Adventures Camera Club, Port Charlotte.
Deadline for Entries:  May 23 meeting.
Eligibility: Entries will be accepted from all OCC members in good standing.  There is no longer any score requirement.  The Board reserves the right to exclude any entry it deems unsuitable.  Images that have previously received an 'Award' or 'Honor' in any FCCC Competition are not eligible to re-enter. 

Categories:  There are two Categories: Color Print and Monochrome Print.  Images may be altered and manipulated, but must have originated in a camera. Please see FCCC Website for specific rules.  There is also a separate Competition for Digital Images -  see above.
Number of Entries: An Individual is permitted no more than two per Category in a single competition. For example, an entrant may enter a maximum of 2 Color Prints and 2 Monochrome Prints for a grand total of 4 entries.  This is in addition to entry limits for the Digital Competition described above.
Presentation of entries: Prints must be mounted on 16”x20” mats or foamboard.  Image size may vary, but less than 8x10 is not recommended because the judges are sitting 5 to 6 feet away and usually score the image in 30 to 40 seconds.  Double-matting is permitted.  Each Rep has labels to put on the Back side of the mat in the upper left corner – the information on the label  must include include Entrant's name, Entry's title, Orlando Camera Club, and Competition Class ( Class A or Class B).  

Entry fees: $2.00 per entry, which covers shipping and should be paid upon submission. Checks can be written payable to Orlando Camera Club.
